The said parcel of land more particularly described in the Schedule to this Resolution
formed part of a larger parcel measuring 21.259 acres of land which was acquired by the Crown
on the 14™ day of July, 1980 in accordance with section 5 of the Land Acquisition Act, Cap. 228

as evidenced by Statutory Instrument No. 101 of 1980.

In accordance with the provisions of section 28(c) of the Land Acquisition Act,
Cap. 228 the approval of Parliament is now sought for the sale of the parcel of land
described in the Schedule to this Resolution to Edgstrong Holdings Ltd., in consideration of the
